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What do you think the core purpose of a national co-production conference should be? (Open question)
The responses were generally based around three main themes:
1. To highlight best practice, demonstrate practical examples of co-production in action and give opportunity for networking

“To share good practice, learn from experience and develop networks to increase partnership approach to co-production.”
“Informing sharing and giving opportunities for networking”
“Celebrating the good work that is already taking place what worked well/what could have been done differently/sustainability i.e. Share to spread. Learn about examples elsewhere in UK, abroad. Feedback from people on the frontline who are making this happen.”
“Sharing understanding of co-production, exploring how and where it can be best utilised, looking at examples of co-production at all stages from initial idea and decision making and planning stages through to full delivery and implementation.”

2. To facilitate a better shared understanding of co-production to help make changes to services
“I think there is still a need to develop skills around co-production ie what it is and how to do it. This might seem obvious to you but my experience is that many in the public sector still don't know how co-production can help them and what their role should be in this.”
“Sharing understanding of co-production, exploring how and where it can be best utilised, looking at examples of co-production at all stages from initial idea and decision making and planning stages through to full delivery and implementation.”
“To raise awareness of each other and abilities/remit. To explore possibilities. To ask questions, and leave space for the development of ideas/debate. To look for ways to improve the status quo, and to pose a thorny question. This need not be answered on the day ,but if it generates enough interest, perhaps something to develop.”
“To demonstrate what co-production is and can be - stretch our vision beyond the involvement agenda.”
3. To examine and influence the existing policy landscape 
“Tackle existing culture by revisiting the vision for the future (as laid out in national strategy), considering what this might look like at a local level and identifying some of the key things that need to happen at a local and national level to take us there”
“To encourage and enable us to 'make Co-production the norm’”
“To build confidence so that anyone who uses services or has an interest in them can get involved in designing / developing / maintaining services and making changes that make sense and make a difference.”
“Look at a range of models and ensure a broad range of contributors/participants including private, public, third sector and individuals”

“It would be helpful for to have more literature about co-production which is not academic based and uses plain language.”
“The profile of people or groups who receive support or use services in the development of co-production so far does not seem very high. It will help the aim if this can be raised.”
“I felt some of the examples from the event last year weren't really co-production eg the social prescribing example seemed to me like service rather than public led. What about things like community gardens, social enterprises such as community run soft play centres or cafes and community woodlands. Finally I think there needs to be a very strong message around community empowerment.”
“At our project we have had limited partnership working with other providers and are keen to expand in this area.”
“It's really important to get below the words and the policies to the reality. A key bit of the jigsaw is CLD, who have been really important in our work. Be great to talk more about what it actually means to build community capacity.”
